Origins and Development

The creation of the Dean of Administration and Accounting (DAC), now DCEE, and its subsequent offering of
postgraduate programs arose from the need to train highly trained professionals to address the economic and
business challenges that Venezuela faced, especially at the end of the 20th century.

DCEE's emphasis on applied research has been one of its main differentiators. The degree projects, research
projects and academic activities are aimed at generating viable solutions to the economic and business problems
that affect both the Central Western region and the country in general.

Regional and National Impact

The DCEE postgraduate degree has managed to position itself as one of the leaders in higher education in the
Central Western region. He has trained professionals, managers and business leaders who have contributed to
improving the competitiveness of the private sector and the development of public policies in Venezuela.
